2. Have an idea of what animals hibernate, migrate, and adapt.   
3. What seasons look like and feel like.

· Have sawyer and David close to me

	PROCEDURE

	Introduction
	Time

	· First things first grade 1s can you guys all keep your gloves on and bring them to your spot! 

· You can keep them on if you want! 
· Remember when we counted shoes yesterday I want us to count our mittens now. 

1) Your mittens are always in pairs, pairs mean two! Our socks are in pairs? What else do we have in pairs? 

2) Now I want you to count how many pairs of mittens are at your table only! Remember to count your own. 

3) How did you count; by 1s or 2s. If you counted by 1s try 2s, and, if you counted by 2s try 1s 

4) Which way was faster! Tell me. 

5) Tell me how many pairs of mittens were at each table, I am going to write it on the board 

6) Okay now I’m going to add the blue and green table together (4 + 5 = 9 kids) 

7) Okay same deal with purple and orange table (6 + 6 = 12)  

· Question grade 1s, put your thumb on your chest when you know. If there are 9 kids at your table how many pairs of mittens are there? 
· Question grade 1s, put your thumb on your chest when you know. If there are 12 kids at your table how many pairs of mittens are there?
· Remember when we are counting pairs we are counting in 2s because it is quicker. It doesn’t mean that we can’t count in 1s. 

8) As a class I am now going too add all four tables together. Write 9 + 12 on the board! Thinking in your head not saying the answer what is it? 

9) If we have 21 kids, how many pairs of mittens do we have? We know we have 21 kids and if each kids have two mittens how many total do we have? 
10) Is there any other ways we could have figured out it was 42? How about 21 hands + 21 hands. 
· Well grade 1s remember yesterday when we all talked about where animals go during the winter. And how some grow thicker fur to stay warm. Can we think how we stay warm in the winter? 
· Can we remember what other animals do? 

· What was it called when they went under the snow to sleep? 

· What was it called when they changed their fur colour and got fatter? 

· How about when animals fly away?  
· On the board I will write these three words! 

· Hibernation = is another word for a really really, long, long sleep that you never wake up from.  Eat lots of food so the animal gets fat. Then when they sleep that food is used for their energy. Groundhogs hibernate and breath slower and their heart rate slows down!   
· Migration = is another word for going on a warm vacation, but animals move to warmer places for food. If they can’t eat they won’t survive. 
· Adaptation = changing what you wear just like how you wear snow pants in the winter, just like animals grow thinker fur in the winter to stay warm!

	· Read over and under 

· Have students 
· What is different in a forest in the winter compared to the summer?

· Do you think that deer prepare for the winter? How about other animals?

· Do you wonder about anything else about life in the forest when winter starts?

· I wonder how the deer stay warm? 
· How do we stay warm in the winter? 

· Do we have layers like deer? 

· What about out hair, does our head stay warm? 

· I wonder how their fur knows to grow thicker? 
· I wonder what they eat in the winter? 
· I wonder where they find food, do they store it like we do in a refrigerator so it stays good. 
Activity 

· As a class were going to do this little activity on how humans change their lifestyle to stay warm in the winter
· How do you guys stay warm in the winter? 

· What about your clothes? 

· What about the activities you do? What activities were they doing in the book? (skiing) 
· How do we dress appropriately? Do you dress yourself? 
· What about our PAIRS of mittens? When do you wear them?

	Closure
	Time

	· On the wonder wall I am going to write own any animal you wonder what they do in the winter. 
· Remember yesterday where we wondered where animals went where it was cold? Well how about if a country always stays warm? Do they have seasons? 

· I want us to choose an animal from Canada, you guys will be professional investigators and must find out what they eat when it’s cold or if they eat at all? Where do they go when it gets cold? Does their appearance change? And draw a picture of your animal!  
· Well today what about different animals?  
· We will discuss as a class next week!
