	PROCEDURE

	Introduction
	Time

	· We will reread Sometimes I feel Like A fox. 
· After we reread it we will quickly talk about each animal. 

· After I will show the class the mask I created. 

· We will talk, thus a turtle means ….
· Totem poles were created by the indigenous people, they are the first people to live in Canada.  

· Totem means clan or family.
· Animals and their characteristics are very important to First Nations people. 
· Animal totems represent different families and the skills families learn to help their clan. Animals also serve as guides, when we identify with their positive traits, the animals help protect and instruct us.
· Pacific Coast First Nations People used totem animals to create stories in totem poles. Totem poles tell the stories of families and their history through the animals carved. 
· Then I will ask the students to go to their desks and we will create our own. 
· We will also reflect on the drawings we drew in out journals.

	Body
	Time

	· Students will be at their desk each will have a 6 brushes different sizes and different paints. 

Instructions: 

· Each table will be a certain animal, there will only be 5 choose from. 

1) Butterfly = purple 

2) Bear = Brown

3) Turtle = Green 

4) Owl = Yellow 

5) Wolf = Black  

· We will first paint the plate. (we will let it dry and then it the afternoon finish it) 
( I will say to the students I don’t want rushed work, take your time and have fun. As well, I want 3-star painting and good work. 

· After the plate is dried the students will go back to their tables. 
· Each table will have coloured construction paper at it 

· Students will first trace on the paper before they are allowed to cut 

· After they trace eyes, ears, and a nose they will be able to cut them and place them on 

· I want students to place where each object is going before they glue it down

· After it is traced on the construction paper students can start to glue away

· I will walk around and make sure students stay on track. 

· As well, during the whole process I will have pictures of the five animals and my paper plate for an example to guide the students. 
· Finally, I will glue a popsicle stick to the paper plate. 
· At this point students are to clean up after themselves. 

· The station they were working at, must be cleaned before I glue the stick onto their plate. 

· I will wait to ensure this.

	Closure
	Time

	· When the kids are done I want each student to come to the carpet. 
· We will go around the circle sharing our creations. 

· I want to reinforce that each animal represents their spiritual identity. 

· I will show them my paper plate first, I will say my spiritual identity is a turtle. That means creative!  

· At this point the end of the day will be around the corner and I will ask students to go pick of 10 pieces of garbage off the ground each.

· Once students are done painting I want them to build their totem animal on the carpet.
